X Chart

DESCRIPTION:  

X charts are used to encourage students to be critical thinkers and to organise brainstorming sessions or individual thinking into four dimensions: what something looks like, feels like, sounds like and thinks.

PROCESS:

1. Decide on a topic or skill.

2. Students can be divided into groups or as individuals.

3. Hand out the X chart template on page 2.

4. Give students a specific time limit to brainstorm as many possibilities as possible.

5. Students report back either to a group or whole class.

6. Ideas are clarified and discussed.
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
